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Did Verizon New Jersey  (VNJ Committ Fraud Pertaining to their Annual Broadband Infrastructure Reports?

· FACT: By the year 2000,  VNJ claimed it had 52% of the state wired with a fiber 

 

optic service capable of 45 Mbps in both directions.

· FACT:  In 2000, there were no residential 45 Mbps services in New Jersey. 

In 1992, Verizon New Jersey claimed that if the state deregulated the companies’ local phone charges, which would give the company billions in extra profits, the monies would be used to replace the copper wire with a fiber optic wire, capable of 45 mbps in both directions and the entire Verizon territory would be be completed 100% by 2010. 

The State required Verizon to submit an annual infrastucture report that would detail the  amount of upgrades for different technologies accomplished from 1996-2010. Verizon submitted these reports faithfully, but as the data shows, Verizon New Jersey was lying about its deployments  in every year. The following exhibit is from the “Verizon, New Jersey Annual Infrastructure Report, 2000”
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This exhibit is taken directly from the Verizon, New Jersey 2000 Infrastructure Report. It shows the deployment schedule for 2 services, “Wideband”, which was 144Kbps to 1.5 Mbps and ‘Broadband, which as speeds  “up to 45 Mbps & higher” 

 “w/o accelaration” is what would  happen if the Opportunity New Jersey  deregulation didn’t happen vs “with acceleration”.  And notice the (act) meaning actual deployments. 
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
